FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS? 

WHAT DOES THE BAM artsfair’s MEDIA & 
MARKETING CAMPAIGN INCLUDE? 
In 2010, BAM will produce a highly effective 
four-week media and marketing campaign. In 
2009, 320,000 attendees visited the BAM artsfair 
over the three-day weekend! The intangible 
value of the media buys is rated at $137,000 by 
IEG Valuations. Our longtime media sponsors 
include; The Seattle Times, KOMO Television, 
425 Magazine, Clear Channel Outdoor, Comcast, 
Warm 106.9 Radio, 98.9 Smooth Jazz KWJZ 
Radio and Classical KING FM Radio!

WHO ATTENDS THE BAM artsfair? 
In 2009, more than 320,000 people attended the 
BAM artsfair, including collectors, museum 
representatives and buyers. Bellevue, WA is one 
of the wealthiest cities in the nation and is 
referred to as a satellite city for Seattle. 
Bellevue has a rather high median family income 
of $89,020. 
 
DEMOGRAPHICS

WHAT ARE THE FEES? 
$40 per submission to apply. Booth fees range 
from $725-$1050 and are due March 19, 2010. 
Fees will not be refunded after May 19, 2010. 
One artist per booth. 
 
HOW WILL I RECEIVE NOTIFICATIONS? 
All notifications will be received through email 
notifications by ZAPP and BAM.  Exhibitors will 
not receive letters of notifications – EMAIL 
ONLY. Please check your ZAPP account for 
notifications on February 22, 2010.  
 
WHAT IF I DO NOT HAVE AN IMAGE OF MY 
BOOTH TO SUBMIT?  
If you do not have an image of your booth, 
provide an additional image of your artwork. 
You will not receive a lower score because a 
booth shot was not provided.   
 
HOW WILL MY APPLICATION BE SCREENED?   
A panel of nationally recognized jurors will 
review and score each entry using a 1-7 scoring 
system (excluding 4). Scores are tallied and a 
cutoff score is determined for each category. 
Artists will be juried within their selected 
categories. Images will be viewed on monitors.   
 
CAN I APPLY IN MULTIPLE CATEGORIES?  
YES. Work should be substantially different in 
medium and technique. Artists must submit 
separate sets of images and pay the application 
fee ($40) for each submission. Separate and 
distinct ZAPP profiles must be created to apply 
in multiple categories.  Artists accepted in two 
categories only pay one booth fee.   
 
CAN I SHARE MY BOOTH? 
Artists cannot share a booth unless they are 
accepted with their collaborator. 
 
 

CAN I COLLABORATE WITH ANOTHER 
ARTIST?  
Two artists collaborating on single works in 
one category is considered one entry.  
Complete one application, one application fee 
and upload one set of five (5) images.  
 
DO YOU HAVE A WAITLIST? 
A waitlist is established based on jury scores. 
Applicants will be notified after the jury 
process if they are on the waitlist.  
 
DO YOU HAVE AN AWARDS PROGRAM? 
The Carol Duke Awards of Excellence are 
presented by Tiffany & Co. at the Artful 
Evening on July 17, 2010. Ten awards are 
given at $1,000 each. 
 
DO I PROVIDE MY OWN BOOTH?  
Spaces are available in 15’x10’, 10’x10’, 10'x8' 
and 8'x8' and outside. Spaces are reserved on 
a first-come-first-served basis after 
notification and with consideration to the 
show balance and logistics. Artists provide 
their own booth structures. Electricity is 
provided for all booths (max. 400 watts). 
 
WHO IS ELIGIBLE TO APPLY TO THE BAM 
artsfair? 
Artwork must be handmade, skillfully created 
and produced by or under the direction of the 
artist.   
 
DO YOU ACCEPT OFFSET REPRODUCTIONS? 
-All reproductions, whether framed or 
unframed, must be clearly and individually 
labeled “REPRODUCTION” or “LIMITED 
EDITION REPRODUCTION.” 
-Artist greeting cards are allowed only with 
prior approval by the Fair Producer.  Samples 
may be submitted after acceptance along with 
registration fees.
